A. Call to Order & Roll Call – 250th Anniversary Committee Mtg. 
Present for the 250 Anniversary Meeting @ 6pm were:  Jeff Towle, Heidi Britch-Valenta, Dick Harper, Merry Souza, Mary Laroche, Shirley Fecteau, Wendi Dusablon, Henry Rainville, Steve Bushey, Andy King, Lani Shroeder, Chris LaRocque, Liza Comiskey.

B. Discussion regarding 250th Anniversary Celebration
Food:  Merry Souza has 300 lbs of ribs donated.  Jeff Towle went over the menu for the day.  Wendi Dusablon added that some ice cream has come in already and is being kept at the school, the rest is being picked up July 25.   We could use some tents if anybody has them to donate for the days events.
Entertainment:  Dick Harper and Chris LaRocque (in charge of sound) were present.  Dick had a rough schedule of the entertainment between 3-6pm leading up to the night concert.  Henry Rainville will meet with electrician on Saturday to discuss needs for power at arena for July 27.   Still no commitment from MVU master singers for the event.  Liza Comiskey has a book containing lots of Highgate facts that can be used during the day.  
Activities:   We have a site map coming from regional planning so we can map out where everything will be.  Liza has confirmed Mike & The Big Blue Trunk from 3-5pm, and the Dunking Booth will be picked upon Thursday, July 25 by our road crew.   Stephen Choiniere will be brining his baby yak for a few hours in the afternoon.  
Raffle:  Donated items have started to come in.  Lani Shroeder and Dan Davies will run the raffle table.  Lani also has tiles for people to decorate that we can save and use for a commemorative “250” keep sake and decide where to mount or display.
Historic Sites Tour:  Marvin, Kurt and Charlie were not present at this meeting, but have a good handle on this event, which will start at 1:00.
Vendors:   Vendor forms have begun to come in.  Set up can begin at 2:00 for vendors, they must bring their own table, and / or tent if they wish, and let us know if they require electricity so we know where to place them.
Advertising:  Dick will advertise with the Art Council.  We will have another article in the Messenger.  There is info on the town website and FaceBook page.  The banner is on the town office building and flyers are posted in local stores.  
Parking:  Looking for volunteers to help with parking.  Parking will be in the school lot and in the field.  Will need volunteers in the field to get cars in.   MAHA may be able to help with parking.
Volunteers:  Wendi will send letters to local banks and organizations as well as contact Jason Barney about high school volunteers.  We need at least 40 to make the day run smoothly.   Wendi will ask Karen Fortin to check with MAHA folks.
For our next meeting:  We will meet again on July 11 at 6pm to continue the process and hammer out more details.  Our last meeting will be on July 25 @ 6pm.

D. Call to Order & Roll call – Regular Selectboard Meeting
The meeting was called to order @ 7:03pm by Henry Rainville, Chair.  Present at this meeting were:

Liza Comiskey presented a flyer with summer events being sponsored by the Highgate Public Library.

Henry Rainville welcomed our two new Selectboard members – Andy King and Steve Bushey, who were elected on Tuesday, June 18th.   Henry also thanked the other candidates who ran for the positions.  Both Andy and Steve were sworn in by Wendi Dusablon, Town Clerk, prior to this meeting.

E. Reorganization of Selectboard
Motion by Steve Bushey to nominate Henry Rainville to remain as Chair of the Highgate Selectbaord, seconded by Jeff Towle.
Motion by Luke Choiniere for Jeff Towle to be named as Chair of the Highgate Selectboard, seconded by Steve Bushey.  
There were no other nominations.  Asking for a show of hands in favor of Henry Rainville remaining as Chair of the Highgate Selectboard – 4.   Asking for a show of hands in favor of Jeff Towle being named as Chair of the Highgate Selectboard – 1.  Henry Rainville will remain as Chair of the Highgate Selectboard – APPROVED.   
Motion by Steve Bushey to nominate Jeff Towle as Vice-Chair of the Highgate Selectboard, seconded by Luke Choiniere.   There were no other nominations – APPROVED.  

F. Public Comment
George Britch was present asking the Selectboard to consider having ATVs legal on certain roads in town.  He would like to help stop the chase with law enforcement.  George stated it has been working in Montgomery and Bakersfield.  Andy King is familiar with this and has some contacts with an organization on the State level.  Andy and George will come back to the board with what they come up with.

G. Highway Department – Steve Ploof
1. Tanglewood Drive – speed complaint and request for sign pole
Vern Brosky III has voiced some concern about the 35mph speed limit on Tanglewood Drive.  Steve Bushey stated that a study can be done, and it is something we can do ourselves.   A reduction in speed is not enforceable unless a study has been done.  Vern has also asked the town to supply a sign post for a sign that he has purchased “turtle crossing”.  There is a pond in the neighborhood and lots of turtles in the area.  He wants people aware and to slow down.  Vern has purchased the sign himself, and the sign was brought to this meeting for the board to see.  Motion by Steve Bushey to allow the highway department to donate the pole and if necessary install the sign post on Tanglewood Drive for Mr. Brosky, seconded by Andy King – APPROVED.
2. Fire lane in front of overhead doors
There have been instances of people parking in front of the fire department overhead doors.  They would like the pavement marked, as was done on the side of the building a few weeks ago.  The Selectboard will take a quick trip outside tonight to look at it.  Steve Ploof said the marking on the pavement should go out at least 10 feet from the overhead doors.  
3. Swanton Water Assoc. ROW discussion
Reg Beliveau from Swanton Village contacted Heidi about a water line on Waugh Farm Road.   The Selectboard would like Reg to present maps with regard to the extent of the project.  Henry would like to see a map or sketch prior to him coming to a meeting.
4. Misc.
· Steve Ploof has been borrowing the S T O P stencil from the state to paint on the road.  He would like to purchase our own.  Motion by Jeff Towle to allow Steve Ploof to purchase these four letter stencils for $170.00, seconded by Luke Choiniere – APPROVED.  
Discussion:  Steve Bushey added that we should let neighboring towns know we have this, and if they want to borrow it, they are welcome to, provided it is made of durable material.  
· Steve Ploof was out washing the bridge in East Highgate and a Duffy’s garbage truck came over it.  Steve Ploof questioned the driver, and he claimed he was not aware of the weight restriction.  A cattle trailer went over also.  Someone threw the 5 ton sign in the river, Steve has retrieved it and put it back up.  Heidi added that we have a very proactive enforcement officer.  Steve Bushey would like to see follow up calls made to violators and also increase enforcement at the bridge.
· Steve Ploof asked about the brush depot licensing.  Henry did a quick recap for our new members.  There will be two sites, one for the town and one for the public.  We have to get permits for both sites.  There will be a site visit on Friday, 6/28 @ 9:30am with Buzz Surwillo.
· Steve Ploof added a few more things:   grading and chloride have been going fine, as weather permits.  He noted that there is a nice maple tree at the library which is getting close to the foundation.  Steve Bushey added that it is causing issues with the roof.  Henry would like this put on the agenda for 7/11.  Henry also asked about a few dead trees in the municipal park. Steve Ploof thinks they are on the state side.  Henry would like the dead trees to come down.  Luke Choiniere noted that low hanging limbs are hitting vehicles.  Steve Ploof would like to rent an arm mower.  He also recently took out a tree on Homestead Lane that was affecting the home owners drainage.   Jeff Towle would like to meet with the Hwy. Dept. regarding the personnel policy.  Franklin County Field Days is asking for the grader again.  Butch usually runs it for them to grade the track for their pulls.  Field Days is August 1st through August 4th this year.  Motion by Luke Choiniere to continue grading at Field Days, seconded by Henry Rainville – APPROVED.

H. Channel 15 Live Feed Cameras – David McWilliams 
David McWilliams and Elizabeth Malone from NW Access TV were present.  They have been working to get live feed cameras into the smaller towns.  They have presently put a camera in at Joey’s Jct. Bakery at the intersection of 78 & 207.  The camera is pointed down 207.   This is live feed only on channel 16.  It is not used to zoom in on people, and it stays stationary.   NW Access pays all expenses to install and they have the right to remove it at any time.  NW Access pays part of the electric bill.  Joey Russo is on their board at NW Access.  They chose that location because of the intersection.  If, in the future, Joey wanted to remove it, NW Access would come to the Selectboard to relocate it.   Andy King asked if there was any level of recording being done – NONE.  Jeff Towle expressed concern about communication and that there should have been dialogue ahead of time.  There are no hard feelings, but keep the communication flowing.  Andy King also asked if they would expand the live feed, or if Highgate a “one camera kind of town”.   There will only be one camera, due to the expenses involved.  David McWilliams asked us to consider stationary microphones for our meetings when we do our budgeting.  They would stay here in Highgate.  Henry Rainville added that he has noticed that the audio at the meetings can be an issue sometimes.  

I. MAHA updates – Luc Choquette
1. Lease
	MAHA board members present were:  Luc Choquette, Mandy Bouchard, 	Brian Spears and Jeremy Letourneau.  They will be hosting a 1-pitch softball 	tournament on July 20th.  They will also be offering new activities starting in 	September – cross ice (no ice) floor hockey and pickleball, which is a cross 	between badminton and tennis.   MAHA would like to talk about the lease 	agreement in executive at some point.  Heidi has a copy of the lease, and 	there are not many changes from last time.  Proposed changes are:  dates and 	there is a question about evaluation of employees which we could strike, as 	we are not overseeing MAHA employees, and we no longer have a town 	employee over at the arena.  Steve Bushey recommends leaving that piece, 	but re word it that if we have an employee over there in the future.  Steve 	Bushey also asked if there was anything in the contract if the town ever needs 	to use the facility.  Is there a formal agreement?  No, there is nothing in place 	at this point.  We were fortunate to have Karen Fortin involved in the 250 	planning, so she cleared the date for us to be at the arena.  Luc Choquette 	agrees that something should be in the lease agreement with regard to town 	usage.  Tom Racine added that he had spoken to the insurance company 	regarding the gymnastics and yoga programs at the arena, and that the board 	already approved them.  Tom asked if it makes more sense since the town 	already has coverage through VLCT with a large umbrella to NOT require 	MAHA to carry their limited liability insurance, but somehow produce a 	certificate through the league.  The league may so no, but Tom will get 	feedback on it.  Andy Finelli is the broker that MAHA works with through 	K&K.  Luc feels it is a great thing that people use the building, but they have 	to turn people away for insurance purposes.  Luckily the town has been able 	to help out under their insurance umbrella.  Steve Bushey would like Tom to 	pursue this and find out.  Henry asked about the men’s league program.  Luc 	stated 	that they are allowed a waiver program through arena insurance for 	men’s league hockey.  It is a case by case basis.  If MAHA runs the program, 	it would be covered.  If a third party runs it, not covered.  Mandy Bouchard 	asked, going back to the lease issue about employee performance 	measures, are the performance measures for MAHA?  Henry 	believe there is 	language going both ways within the contract.  The wording 	can be 	changed to “contractor relationship” or “leasee”.  Steve Bushey would 	like to come up with something without the use of an attorney.  The lease is 	up in September, and Luc wants to be ahead of the game for once.  The board 	will discuss in executive later and get back to MAHA.
2. Funding request
A new scoreboard is needed, and there are no parts available for the one we have.  MAHA has rough numbers.  They also want to redo the rubber flooring in the lobby and down to the locker rooms.  The current floors are beyond repair, they need replacement.  MAHA is hoping to discuss with the town a loan to pay in installments.  MAHA will know by the next meeting for sure.  This will be on the next agenda to further discuss, and the board will also discuss in executive later tonight.
3. Misc.
· Brian Spears asked Tom if he had gotten a call from RL Vallee regarding a gas card issued to Highgate Rec.   The card has not been used for a year.  Tom said that acct. was closed and separate accounts for Hwy. & Fire had been opened.  
· Brian Spears uses the zero turn to mow the rec fields.  If we compensate Brian through payroll he will also be insured for worksmans comp.   Henry recapped:  the Hwy. department has absorbed the mowing after the recreation department employee left over a year ago.  At that point we talked about Brian Spears taking care of the rec fields, as that needs to be done on a more scheduled basis.  Motion by Steve Bushey to enter into executive session @ 8:23pm to discuss compensation for Brian Spears mowing the fields, seconded by Jeff Towle – APPROVED.   Motion by Henry Rainville to enter back into the regular Selectboard meeting @ 8:26pm,  seconded by Steve Bushey – APPROVED.   Motion by Steve Bushey to compensate Brian Spears $13.00 per hour for the time he spends mowing the ball fields at the recreational center, seconded by Luke Choiniere – APPROVED.

J. Town Treasurer – Tom Racine 
1. Pay bills as presented
Jeff Towle asked about the Dave Barra bill for the dog ordinance.  Heidi clarified that is for our visit to the court for the development for an order and guidance on the Greenia issue. The $120.00 for the animal control workshop on June 13th, was that for one person?  No, it was for two, but Heidi did not end up going.  
2. Misc.
· Tom has a draft compilation from Sullivan & Powers for the board to review.  Tom has also sent this to the auditors.  He would like the board to approve it at the July 11th meeting.
· Tom has a quote from Howard Deuso for replacing the sign for the free concerts in the park (Summer Sounds Concert Series).   Our current sign is in bad shape.  The price for a 4x4 aluminum sign, non-reflective, same lettering on both sides if $122.00.  Motion by Jeff Towle to replace the Summer Sounds Concert sign, seconded by Steve Bushey – APPROVED.

K. Fire Department – Merry Souza
1. Fire lane painting
@ 9:22pm the Selectboard went outside with Merry to look at the front parking lot by the overhead fire dept. doors.  It was agreed to put hash marks on the pavement so people visiting the town clerk’s office do not park there.  Jeff Towle will let Steve Ploof know on Monday.   Merry also added that the side door is working well now, and thanked everyone for their diligence in fixing the problem.
2. Long range plans and misc.
Merry stated that the no parking on the side is working well.  Dick & Merry both met with Heidi and would like to invite the Selectboard to their next meeting to try and get a message to the fire department about communication between the town and fire department.  Merry will be putting a spead sheet together about equipment, and prioritize what they need most.  Andy King concurred that meetings can be difficult with the fire department.  Merry added that they are seeing issues with expenditures that Dick did not know about until Tom has received a bill.  Merry would like a sign on the fire department door that all visitors must sign in at town clerk’s office.   She also added that the clutch on E3 is still not fixed, and they are waiting on a third quote.  Jeff Towle asked when do they meet?  Every Monday night, and the first Monday of the month is their business meeting.  They have talked about using fund raising money towards equipment, but a lot are against it.  Andy King has observed a lack of enough planning for the future, we need to hash out long term goals for equipment and upgrades.  Henry let Andy know that the board is here to help.  Andy plus one other board member would be very helpful at a meeting with the fire department.  Heidi mentioned the dry hydrant grant, that they have extended the grace period.  Dick has given Heidi a map with two possible locations.  The grant would pay for 75%.  Henry suggested the fire department come to the Selectboard with their ideas about locations for dry hydrants.  Henry asked if home owners or land owners have their own, Merry and Andy are not aware of any.  Henry knows of only one.  Merry added there are 2 or 3 young firefighters going to Firefighter I training in September.  There are 6 additional members also doing continued training.  Heidi and the Selectboard thanked Merry for all her help with the 250 celebration as well.

L.  Animal Control Officer – Ray Dixon
Ray reported that we are down to four dog owners left to license, despite repeated attempts.  Ray asked if we should have a cut off date for 2013 to license new dogs, or wait until the next year.  Jeff feels if we know people have dogs, we need to pursue them right away.  Steve Bushey also does not recall a grace period with regard to dog licensing.  Ray went to the workshop in Montpelier on June 13th.  There were 106 people there.  He brought back paperwork to Heidi for review, and Wendi has a copy also.  The Selectboard will be looking at our own dog ordinance now that we have a five member board.   Ray and Heidi noted we have had requests to eliminate the breed specific ordinance.  Ray feels that a dog owner should assume all costs involved if we go to court.   Saturday is the last day for the husky dog and her seven puppies at the kennel.  They will be going to the Humane Society for adoption.  We have not seen a bill yet from the kennel, and Ray did not know if they were charging for the puppies.  Steve Bushey asked if the owner of the husky owned property in Highgate – NO.   The Highgate Selectboard signed warrants on the four remaining dog owners who have not licensed (copies attached to these minutes).  If the dogs are picked up, they will be brought to the kennel for a 30 day appeal period.  Motion by Steve Bushey to sign the warrants on these four remaining dog owners (Lori Fredette, Eric Begnoche, Julie & Eddie Roberts, Michael Raymond), seconded by Luke Choiniere – APPROVED.    If they tell Ray to leave, he must leave and we will move to the next process.

M.  Cross Walk / Sidewalk Funding Opportunity
Heidi asked Liza Comiskey and Connie Beyor to be present for this presentation, as they are on the committee.  Heidi had a power point presentation regarding this funding opportunity.  This grant is more comprehensive than the Lamkin Street project.  They would come in and study our village area and Route 78.  Looking at traffic flow, speed, safety and provide information on what would be a good option as far as safe travel to and from the arena / school / library.   It could potentially change the face of the village area.  The village area delineates from McCuins to the intersection of Route 207.  The focus of the grant is how to allow to safe travel.  This is a 90% coverage grant, the town would be responsible for 10%.   Bike paths could also be considered, and additional lighting as well.  Sidewalks are expensive, approximately $1 million per mile, and the area we are discussing is approximately ½ mile.  The grant is due July 26 and it is not a speedy process, there will be plenty of time for the match.  Looking at knowing something by August and estimate to break ground is out 5 years – it’s a slow burn.  Liza has been saying for years that we need a safe crossing on Route 78.  This would address that need.  We would have more pedestrian traffic if there was a place for them to safely cross.  Connie added that from the schools point of view, it would ease the ability to take classes out on walking trips and to explore our town and all it has to offer.  If the Selectboard gives Heidi the green light, she would need to put together  a package right away, due July 26th, and there is no cap as to what you can apply for.  Green Mountain Transportation came to the Planning Comm. with regard to the Lamkin Street project.  They have a stop by the Irving Station and asked how can we make Highgate more of a dedicated stop for Green Mountain Transportation.  We can use the park & ride, but they don’t want to drop people off where there are no sidewalks.  A big part of this project will be talking to the community and finding out what the need is and goals are.  Motion by Luke Choiniere to apply for this grant, seconded by Jeff Towle – APPROVED.    Discussion:  Is there a cap in mind to apply for?  Yes, the minimum we should apply for is $500K.  Henry would like to add that there was a sidewalk grant years ago for Gore Rd. from the intersection of Route 78 down to the arena, which was met with a fair amount of opposition due to the narrowness of the front yards.  Henry feels this will require a large communication piece for those affected.  It is also a state road, which adds complication.  A favorable component is that they are considering widening Route 78.  Residents have already received letters about the potential widening of Route 78.  Steve Bushey feels if they are doing some work and we can get in on that, if bike paths could be added on the state’s dime, even better.  Steve Bushey asked if we move forward, do we need to specify a cap before we even know what we are looking at?  Heidi stated that they do not have to authorize the cap tonight.  We can put a cap on it at our next meeting.  



N. Town Administrator – Heidi Britch-Valenta
1. Municipal property
There are two municipal properties that the selectboard gave a green light to pursue selling.  Heidi spoke with a realtor, and they felt there was no need to list with a realtor.  Adjoining land owners may be interested.   Heidi will get packets of information on these parcels to Steve & Andy.
2. ATV petition
Was discussed under public comment (George Britch).
3. Misc.
Jeff asked Heidi about the survey on the land west of Joey’s Jct. garage.  Heidi stated that the surveyor is confident that the Town of Highgate owns the 60’ swath of land on the west side of Joey’s garage.  

O. Town Clerk – Wendi Dusablon
1. Minutes
Motion by Henry Rainville to accept the minutes from May 30, 2013 – as written – seconded by Jeff Towle – APPROVED.
Motion by Luke Choiniere to accept the minutes from June 6, 2013 – with corrections – seconded by Jeff Towle – APPROVED.
		The minutes from the June 4, 2013 meeting were tabled until our next 			meeting on July 11th, as all members had not had a chance to review them.
2. Salvage yard license
Ronald & Lyne Vincent have purchased the property on Route 78 from Sherry Dumont (Ray’s Used Cars, across from MVU).  They have brought in the licensing paperwork and paid the town the $25.00 fee.  This will be good for three years.  This paperwork is due to the State by July 1st.  Motion by Steve Bushey to sign this salvage yard license, seconded by Luke Choiniere – APPROVED.
3. Election results
Our special Selectboard election was held on Tuesday, June 18th 7am-7pm here at the Municipal Office Building.  Results were as follows, Wendi read aloud:

P. Selectboard items
1. Pine Forest property site visit
The original site visit was cancelled because of conflicts.  It has been rescheduled for Friday, June 28th either before or after the site visit to the brush depot with Buzz Surwillo.  Steve Bushey asked what the objective of this site visit is.  This is a town owned parcel that we don’t know what to do with, just off Mill Hill  / Lamkin Street.
2. FEMA buyout request
Brian Garey from Riverview Lane stopped by today.  Heidi gave some background information to our new members.  Mr. Garey is a neighbor of Larry Simmons on Riverview.  He is meeting with an engineer on June 24th and if the site can not be stabilized, they will continue with the process for FEMA to buy the home.  If FEMA buys it, it becomes town owned land.  Luke Choiniere, health officer, visited the site and took pictures.  Henry has concerns with the town owning something of this condition.  Andy asked what happens to the house, and who pays for it.  The town needs to send a letter of intent to FEMA by July 3rd if this home is to be considered for funding.  There is funding available to help the homeowner if everything is approved.  Andy asked do we have an official report from the state geologist?  Jeff asked what would happen if the town were to do nothing?  If we don’t sponsor, it is the understanding that FEMA will not help.  Steve asked how old these homes are, 5 years or less.  Andy feels a site visit is in order.  Steve has seen the photos, but would like to visit also.  This is tabled for tonight, and will be readdressed after the site visits on Friday.  Motion by Steve Bushey to table the FEMA buyout request, seconded by Jeff Towle – APPROVED.
3. Chris LaBarge audit
There were a few issues at the arena, library, town garage and town office.  The arena issues have been remediated, all simple issues and an exit light.  Henry would like that in writing that those have been addressed.  Issues at the garage included a frayed drop light cord and garbage in front of the panel box.  Heidi will forward to the hwy. crew and have them addressed.  The issue at the library is electrical and will be addressed on June 22nd.  At the town office, there was one exit light that did not work.
4. Misc.
· Bruce Kilbury from CSI will be here tomorrow at 7am to walk around upstairs for the HVAC system.
· Steve Bushey asked about hazmat issues, Heidi is not ready to have that discussion yet.
· Henry asked if the dog issue complaint from Cynthia Medor had been addressed.  Yes, it has.   We also received letters today from the dog owners on Country Club Rd in Highgate Springs requesting an additional hearing with the board.  The dogs were taken following three hearings, and the 30 day appeal period has passed.  The town has no obligation at this point.  Steve said it sounds clearly to him that due process was given to the animals and owners.  Henry agrees and is comfortable with the decision.  Andy asked where the dogs are, they are in Franklin with Mr. Messier’s parents, and the Town of Franklin was notified.  Henry clarified we are not looking to euthanize dogs, we are looking to control situations.
· Casella proposal – Heidi will get information to our new Selectboard members.
· Fleet safety program development for town vehicles – Heidi will get information to our new Selectboard members on this also.
