A. Call to Order & Roll Call
The meeting was called to order by Jeff Towle, Chair @ 7:00pm, 
followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

B. Public Comment
Steve Bushey is the Highgate coordinator for Operation Happiness.  They work with the United Way of Franklin County to provide food during the holiday season to needy residents in Highgate, Franklin and Swanton.  There will be more info in the near future regarding food and money donations.  They are also looking for volunteers to help with planning and separating / organizing boxes for families. C. Highway Department – Mike Bockus
1. Rainville drainage project – site visit follow up
We were not able to make a decision last time due to people being absent.   Mike noted that Mr. Rainville has already done some work.  Mike also added that the culvert is operational but slow.  Motion by Chris Yates to clean the culvert under Gore Road and sleeve it.  Motion was seconded by Jeff Towle – APPROVED.  Luke added that Jacques may want the basin done also.  Chris said that if he is going to try and raise the ditch, then he is doing something that will benefit only himself and not the tax payers.  Andy wanted to clarify that the work we are talking about doing is to fix what is already there.  
2. Bouchard Road – upgrade estimates 
Heidi has some rough estimates regarding the restoration of the trail on Bouchard Road.   These are basic numbers for fuel, labor and time on the grader, as well as pricing from Shelburne Limestone.  Cotey Tremblay does not believe that Matt can use gravel from his pit unless he has a permit to do so.   David Tremblay again reiterated that he never asked the town for any money and he wanted that understood.   David is still confused as to why his right to use the trail is being jeopardized because he came to the town for help.   Jeff replied that his request was to close the trail, and we did not do that.  The town has now asked for a plan between Mr. Tremblay and Mr. Laroche.  There is conflict, but everyone needs to work together.   Jeff also stressed that we cannot keep putting this on the agenda every time until they decide to work together.  Cotey completely understands where the board is coming from, but noted that Matt Laroche is hard to work with.   David stated that Matt destroyed it, he should have to fix it.  Andy asked if they would be willing to meet.  Cotey would like to meet, and also noted that Matt needs to get caught up and become equal with them on what has been put into that trail, and from there they can keep up with it.  If things were equal they could start talking.    Jeff stated that the town is not going to put $15,000.00 into this trail, that isn’t going to happen.  David understands and would be happy with a few hours on the grader by the town.   Jeff agrees, but noted that others have asked him “when is the town going to fix up my trail?”   Cotey again asked, would it be possible to have it become a walking trail and give them the rights to it so they could maintain it.   Jeff replied that in the future if they can’t work it out with Mr. Laroche then they would have to come back before the board.   David said that saying you will do something and actually doing it are two different things with Mr. Laroche.   Cotey noted that if Mr. Laroche gives his word to the town and does not follow through then he would be lying to the board as well, not just to the Tremblays.  Cotey is not opposed to sitting down and discussing this at all.    He also noted that Matt has a right of way he could use, that if that trail were to be closed it would not be land locking him at all.  Jeff moved on, stating we have a full agenda tonight and a crowded room.   The Tremblays and Laroches will hear from the town and Andy feels it will be a productive discussion to sit down together.  
3. Meadow Lane – adoption papers 
Chris Yates recused himself.  Heidi located a document that was recommended to be used at the time of the probationary period.  We were not able to locate a recorded executed copy.  Heidi has also not been able to locate an agreement in the land records by looking at recent roads adopted by the town.  She asked VLCT for a draft model, but they don’t currently have one.  The road acceptance policy is in their packets and they have previously seen the deeds from the developer in their prior packet.  The missing piece is whatever agreement is made between the land owners and the town for any maintenance liability, as there is infrastructure of concern under the road on Meadow Lane.   Jeff noted we had made a motion to accept the road, so if the board is ready they can accept the deed from Chevalier through Mr. Bourbeau, their agent, and we can proceed with a maintenance agreement.  Chris Yates asked why the town is not following the town road acceptance policy.  Jeff asked what he was referring to, to which Chris replied it is the segment about all affected land owners being notified via certified mail.   Jeff asked which affected land owners he was referring to, to which Chris answered the residents of Sandy Acres.   Chris stated that the 50’ right of way that Sandy Acres sits on is part of the five acres that Mr. Bourbeau built those five houses on, so technically the residents of Sandy Acres are adjoining land owners.  Jeff asked if this had ever been brought up before, and Chris said yes, at the last meeting.  Jeff clarified, prior to Chris submitting a petition at the last meeting, had this ever been brought up before.   Chris was not sure, but several Meadow Lane residents answered, no.  Chris asked why they would fragment a development even more than it already is.  Why wouldn’t the town take both right of ways and be done with the original home owners association and be left with just the five houses that share a septic and well?    Why wouldn’t the town do the right thing by taking over both right of ways?  Steve Scott asked if this meeting was out of order.  Jeff answered that they are just having conversation, but it’s a little late in the game.  Chris Yates ran some numbers and noted that by the town taking over the right of ways, each of those five houses loses land and will be down to .7 acres per home.  Mike Bockus wanted to address the numbers that Chris just presented.  Mike noted that the town has the right to use the right of way, but the town does not own it.   Chris wanted to make it clear that he is not against the town taking over Meadow Lane, or plowing the horseshoe, but feels the town needs to do its due diligence.   Mike also noted that with his development (Hoague Drive) he went through the same thing, and he also wasn’t giving anything up with regard to the right of way.   He had to deed the road over to the town in order for them to take it over.  Mike noted there are pipes in his development that cross under the road.  The contractor accepted the rights to maintain on one, and the homeowners association maintain the other.  If anything breaks, they need to fix it and put the road back in the same condition.  Jeff noted it would be the same situation for Meadow Lane.   Jeff asked Chris if he was looking for the town to take over Sandy Acres also.  Chris stated no, that is not the issue.  Jeff noted that Chris Yates is a resident of Sandy Acres.   Chris said that in order to pave Sandy Acres that the five houses in the association on Meadow Lane would need to be involved, because they own the land that the right of way sits on.  Jessica Stevens is a resident of Meadow Lane and stated it was in their contract that they would pave the road and pursue the town to take it over.  Luke Choiniere added that Sandy Acres was never presented to the town for the town to take over.   Steve Scott stated that the obligation is to the contractor to pave and bring the road up to grade and have the town take it over.  Chris asked why the road maintenance agreement was not followed.  Back in 2005 the agreement was signed, back when Steve Bushey was on the board.  Steve Bushey was also present at this meeting.   Jeff stated that Sandy Acres would need to jump through the same hoops that Meadow Lane has had to do.  Chris disagrees, stating that they will always be out voted because there are 16 homes in the homeowners association and only 6 of those are on Sandy Acres.   If there was a vote to pave the road and bring it up to standard, the residents of Sandy Acres would always be outvoted.  Mr. LeClair said there has been no association between Meadow Lane and Sandy Acres for at least five years.  Mr. Degree lives on Meadow Lane and his home was the last one added.  He was aware of an association which fizzled out as soon as he moved in.   Chris wanted to clarify what was absolved.  The LLC that Mr. Chevalier set up was absolved.  Jeff asked Chris who is on the board of this association he refers to?  Chris answered that Steve Scott was the last president he is aware of.  Heidi interjected, stating that she has been serving the board since they agreed to take over Meadow Lane.  The board has acted in good faith and shown due diligence.  They notified Meadow Lane residents.  She likened this situation tonight to a planning commission dispute, and noted that the board only needs to deal with the issue at hand.  The disputes between Sandy Acres and Meadow Lane are land disputes and the board should move forward.  Amy Cowan added that if the Sandy Acres would proceed with the town adopting it, she does not feel that anyone on Meadow Lane would protest that or hold it up.   Meadow Lane has no interest in preventing Sandy Acres from moving forward, if they so choose.   Mrs. Stevens agreed with Mrs. Cowan.  Chris addressed Mr. Degree, stating that there are two associations;  Lamkin Meadows Association and the Highgate Chevalier LLC.  The Highgate Chevalier LLC is the last five homes.  Lamkin Meadows encompasses the entire parcel.  It is very confusing.  Chris has looked at all the maps of the three phases of construction and stated it’s bad.  Heidi is unclear what the board is being asked to do, other than settle a land dispute.  Luke thinks they should move forward with Meadow Lane and if Sandy Acres has a proposal, they should come forward with it.  Ken LeClair asked if this was going to put an end to all the crying.  Jeff noted that not everyone will agree, but we went through the process.  Andy stated that the only way Sandy Acres has anything to do with Meadow Lane is if the town is asked to take over Sandy Acres.   Chris added that if they wanted to quit claim the 50’ right of way to Sandy Acres that could solve it.  Jeff understands Chris’ interest.  Chris stated that if a planning commission member had been notified, the info could have been brought forward.  Jeff wants to move forward, and appreciates this being brought to the boards attention.  Heidi will have a maintenance agreement done up, but is not sure if it will be ready for the Oct. 2nd meeting.  For all intents and purposes, the board has adopted Meadow Lane.  Mrs. Cowan asked for some clarity, referring to a home on Meadow Lane that is currently for sale.  Is Meadow Lane a private road or a town road?  It is now a town road.  Mrs. Cowan also asked, if it snows tomorrow, does Meadow Lane have plowing?  Yes, but the plows aren’t on the trucks yet (laughter).  
4. Darlene Drive – speed reduction
The board recommended a speed reduction to 25mph, but now we must perform a traffic study.  The highway department can perform the study, or we can contract it out.  Heidi will check with the FCSO to see if they can assist.  Steve Bushey noted we should make sure that somebody sitting over there doing a traffic study should not take up any of our contracted time.  
5. Misc. highway updates
· Chris asked when the highway department will be going back to 5-day work weeks.   Andy proposed they go back to 5-day work weeks beginning on Sept. 29th, to which all agreed. 
· Mike said they are just about done with sand.
· Gagne Road culvert is complete, St. Armand Road culvert is complete.  The paving on St. Armand Road near this project will be done next week.  
· There is a tree on Machia Road that needs to come down.  They will look at it again on Monday.  It does not involve power lines, but does involve a residents fence and porch, the tree is a large dead elm.  


D. MAHA / HART
1. Condenser repair discussion 
Don Gilbert had three quotes.   Jeff asked if MAHA had a recommendation.  Don’s recommendation would be to go with the middle bid which would minimize their down time, as they can work on both the dehumidifier project and the condenser project at the same time.   They are waiting for us to make a decision and will work to minimize the impact on the delay of the ice season.  Andy is uncomfortable with there being no guarantee.   Luke asked how much down time if they go with the low bidder and have to wait.  Don said 7-10 days at a minimum.  If the weather stays like it is, they may be able to open on time, but either way it will be tight.   Andy asked Tom if the insurance company will cover the claim if there is no guarantee.  Tom spoke to VLCT.  Because the spread of the top two quotes is much smaller than the spread of the second and third quotes, that raises a concern.  But they are all insured contractors.  If we opt for the high bid, we may need to give VLCT a specific reason.  Going with the middle bid, Tom does not see a problem.  Brian Spear asked why they won’t insure the work, and Don is not sure.  Chris asked if there is anything special about our system that any of the contractors would be uncomfortable with.   Don stated that yes, it is an older system and some contractors would need to familiarize themselves with it.  Jeff asked if the middle bidder, Alliance, knows the system well, should their quote have been lower?  Don is not pushing one vendor over another.  Andy thinks it a big red flag when someone won’t guarantee a repair.  Motion by Jeff Towle to award the condenser repair to VHV in the amount of $5,948.00.  Motion seconded by Andy King – APPROVED.  Chris asked to clarify our deductible, which is $1,000.00 per Tom.  So the town is on the hook for $1,000.00.  There is also a one year warranty on the work from VHV.  Don will get this started right away, and Jeff signed off on the repair.  
2. Bond vote update 
Kim Gates was present with information regarding the arena bond vote set for Nov. 4th.  The bond will be for $990,000.00 and tonight she would like to make sure we get wording approved for the warning and the ballot.  The total project cost is $1,341,000.00 which includes using the HUD grant, the bond and the glass and boards donated by Sticks & Stuff.  She has been talking with the architects to prioritize everything.    This will cover the cost of demolition and a new ice system.  It does not cover anything structural, electrical or a sprinkler system.  Tom ran some numbers and for a 20 year bond the tax impact (year 2 being the highest year) would be $21.46 per $100,000.00 of property value.  For a 15 year bond the tax impact (year 2 being the highest year) would be $23.52 per $100,000.00 of property value.   Jeff asked, with regard to the $990,000.00 will we have something that the taxpayers can look at, like we did with the last bond vote in March?   Steve Bushey added that it would be helpful to know what a new ice system entails.  This also does not include any extras such as a walking track, bleachers or emergency lighting.   Donors have been waiting for the bond to be approved before they come forward to help with the rest.  Kim and Paulette have been working on a flyer which they presented to the board.   It is a fully informational flyer, double sided 11 x 17 full of info, facts and data about the arena project.  They are looking to mail this flyer to all Highgate registered voters (one per household) by Oct. 14.   There are upcoming events on the flyer which include two free breakfast events at the arena prior to the vote on Nov. 4th.  Kim will have a table at the VT Made Show & Sale on Saturday at the arena.  She also has voter registration forms, absentee ballot request forms and a copy of the Highgate voter checklist.   Kim is looking for more quotes from community members to add to the flyer.  She has also spoken with Wendi about adding the information to the Town of Highgate FaceBook page and website to get the word out.   Kim stated that the demolition fees seem high and she is hoping to save money there to help pay for electrical costs.   They will be making up donor sheets for donations and are also looking into online donations.   Flyers will also be posted all around town.  Steve Bushey noted that you don’t need to be a Highgate registered voter to be a donor to the arena project.  Steve also noted that projects already completed at the arena should be highlighted, because these show that people are working to keep the arena healthy and sustainable.   There is hope and people want to see that facility going for a long time.  Andy loves the flyer.  With regard to the bond vote wording, his knee jerk reaction is that it is confusing.   The bond vote needs to be warned for 3o days and run in the paper in a certain manner according to statute, as well as statutory requirements for wording.   Steve Bushey feels that the wording for the bond needs to be as clear as possible, and that the $990,000.00 is the amount of the bond.  Kim noted there is a $96,000.00 reserve fund that is not being touched.  It is being left as an emergency fund.    Andy and Chris had some suggestions for the wording of the bond article and ballot.   Heidi noted there is a $25,000.00 recreation grant opportunity out there that is due on Oct. 10th.  Brian asked if the new parks & recreation committee could apply for the grant also, for a different purpose.   Heidi said yes, probably, but the town would have to sponsor it.  You need to demonstrate dollar for dollar commitment, and she is not sure if some of it can be in-kind.  Kim asked if a Selectboard member would do a quote for the flyer, Jeff will do that for her.   Andy asked for a ballpark figure on what the 15 year bond would save the town in interest.   Chris agrees, it would be definitely cheaper to go with 15 years.  All five Selectboard members were in agreement with the 15 year bond as being the better choice.   This wording was presented by the board, and Tom will send it to Paul Guiliani to get confirmation and feedback:   “Shall the Town of Highgate issue bonds or notes in an amount not to exceed $990,000.00 to complete the necessary improvements to the ice making system?”
3. Misc. from MAHA / HART
Brian Spear has concerns about the placement of the cell tower.  It is nowhere near where they had said it was going to be.  The markers bring it all the way to the edge of the parking lot, not back by the well house, where they said it would be.   That location is where they push all the snow and the main water line goes right through there.   Heidi noted that is why they asked them to put stakes in, so we would have a visual.  Chris added that the right of way to the rail trail at the school and arena property widens out to 100’.  That may be as far as they can go before the right of way.  Don noted that the current placement plan interferes with the t-ball practice field also.  In the final agreement we need to address the power lines and well lines and make sure we know where those are located.   Brian also asked about the security around the dehumidifier.   Most would like to see 8’ fence vs. 6’ fence.  Lighting and security surveillance are also a priority.  It may be necessary to use the reserve fund for fencing and barbed wire around the top around both the condenser and the dehumidifier systems.   Heidi said we could also use the equipment grant, which we can apply for in January.   Steve Bushey stated that constantine wire would be better than barbed wire around the top of an 8’ fence.  

E. Town Treasurer – Tom Racine 
1. Audit update
[bookmark: _GoBack]Tomorrow is day #3 of the audit and all seems to be going well.  One issue that has come up is the issue with fixed assets, and whether or not to include that in the audit or not.  If we do not include them there will be an opinion on that, which is not uncommon for small towns.  If we wanted to do that it would delay the audit and be more costly.    The audit firm agreed that because we are coming into capital planning soon, it would be best to wait.  
2. Pay bills 
The phone in the highway garage is not ringing.  Chris asked if the dry hydrant at Rock River is installed – yes.  There will be another bill for the labor, which is covered under a grant. 
3. Misc. from Tom
· Chris asked about parks & recreation and if Tom will plan to be further involved.   They are looking from guidance from Tom on what they need to do to move forward.  They have structured some more with a chair, secretary and co-treasurers.  Tom said once the audit piece is wrapped up, he will get more involved.  By reading their minutes, he senses some agitation with his position on things.  As we wind up the parks and recreation, we need to do it in a thoughtful manner.  It is for very selfish reasons that he is throwing out some concerns, with budgeting coming up, etc.  Structurally, if you don’t think through what you are doing, long term you run into issues.  He is happy to have a discussion.  They are looking towards basketball season and what they are going to do this winter.  Tom finds it curious that the school is not involved in the discussion.  Chris noted that the school is involved with 5th and 6th grade programs only.  
· With regard to Butch’s truck, Andy has spoken with the owners son, who is the general manager at J&B.  He was told that the transmission is not out of the truck.  They have not done any diagnostics on it, other than saying the clutches are bad.  The only way to confirm is to take the transmission out and send it to Albany where there is an Allison service facility and they can give an estimate on what it will take to repair the transmission.  J&B can replace the transmission, or they can remove it and ship it to Albany for diagnosis.   This is a low mileage premature failure.  Andy will continue to push with the regional rep and the owner of J&B as well.  Andy has asked what makes up the $1,300.00 they say has already been put into it.  They have told Andy that they will get us an invoice.  Our warranty is 2 years / 100,000 miles.  We are well under in mileage but over in time.  The transmission is computer operated and won’t allow you to do something it is not designed to do.  If Andy doesn’t get the answers he needs, he will make the time to stop by J&B.  Tom will reach out to Clark’s tomorrow and find out where the communication breakdown was.  Andy thinks we should have a clear direction of which way to go by early next week.  

F. Town Clerk – Wendi Dusablon  
1. Approval of minutes from 9/4/14
Motion by Andy King to accept the minutes from September 4, 2014 with two corrections.  Motion seconded by Chris Yates – APPROVED.  
2. Dog list 
As of today, we have licensed 776 dogs.   As instructed by the board, Wendi sent out letters to the six remaining dog owners on 9/5/14, giving them until 9/15/14 to license their dogs.  Of the six, Wendi had one owner come in and license their dogs and two others communicate with her.  There were three additional dog owners that we never heard from.  Ben Lowell was present.  Wendi gave him the names & addresses of the three remaining dog owners.  Ben will get with Ray Dixon, ACO, and they will issue municipal tickets sometime next week.   Ben asked if they should be picking up dogs as well.  The board said no, not at this point. 
3. Misc. from Wendi 
· Wendi attended a Franklin County Clerks meeting on 9/17 in Berkshire.  Garrett Baxter from VLCT was there to give a presentation and answer questions on changes to the Open Meeting Law, which became effective on 7/1/14.
· The MVU budget passed on 9/9/14 by a count of 805-698.  This was the fourth round on the budget.  We will not have a new tax rate from the state on education for 30 days from the vote.   The new tax bills will go out somewhere around Oct. 20th.  The first bill, although not complete, is still due by Oct. 27th @ 5pm.   Some people have mentioned waiting for the second bill and paying them all at once.  We want to stress that the first bill is due on Oct. 27th by 5pm, and to at least make sure you pay the first bill on time.  The second bill will have a separate due date, to be set by the Selectboard.   




G. Town Administrator – Heidi Britch-Valenta 
1. Municipal building modifications, ADA grant
An RFP needs to be noticed and we can’t do anything without environmental approval.  It makes sense to wait and get the planning grant, approve the plan and attempt to get an ADA grant also.  This will slow us down, but it will be a comprehensive fit, not just a band aid.  
2. Drug testing policy 
We have all seen it, it has gone to the attorney and back to us with a few more comments.  This is a policy that is ready to be adopted.  Motion by Chris Yates to approve the drug testing policy.  Motion seconded by Andy King – APPROVED.  
3. FEMA home buyout grant – approved
The town was approached by a land owner on River View Lane, as his home was in a dangerous place close to a 150’ drop over the Missisquoi River.  He asked the town to sponsor him, and after some geological work it was discovered that a neighbor’s property was also at risk.  They have worked with FEMA and regional planning on this.  There is no cost to the land owners, and no cost to the town in the short term.  In the long term, there will be a minimal amount of maintenance of the site, such as mowing perhaps once per year.  There will also be some sort of reporting to FEMA on a five year basis to show that the site has not been sold or used for any other purpose.  Heidi will issue an RFP to demolish the homes, backfill and eliminate use of the site.  Chris asked what the time frame was for the owners to be out.  They are currently in the homes and waiting to hear from us.  Heidi is meeting with regional planning next week.  She will have more details at our next Selectboard meeting.   

H. Selectboard items
1. Trustee update – Oct. 2nd 
There are documents in their packets.   The trustees have a project coming up and are asking for guidance.  They will be here on Oct. 2nd.  The school board will also be doing an update on Oct. 2nd. 
2. Computer remote access work estimate 
We have an opportunity to help our employees be able to work and access files while they are away from the office.  Chris noted that this could help Heidi out during this time that she will be in and out of the office.  Chris reached out to Matt Bouchard.  The first option is a remote desk top program which is $80.00 per year and about one hour of labor time for Matt to set up accounts for town employees to have access to their files remotely.  The second option was a fire wall with VPN hardware built in, which is roughly $1,000.00.  Chris would like to move forward with option one.  We currently have a fire wall, and it does not have to have VPN access.  We could budget for this if we wanted to.  Motion by Andy King to contract with Matt Bouchard to set up a remote desk top program for the town employees that need to access it.  Motion seconded by Jeff Towle – APPROVED.  
3. Job descriptions
Given that it is so late, this will be tabled until the next meeting.  Chris has started working on one, which was photocopied and shared for everyone to look at.

Motion by Chris yates to have the highway crew add more barricades to the canoe trail.  Motion was seconded by Andy King – APPROVED.
